Selection criteria

· Students must be a least 15 years old by 31st December 2008
· Students will need to demonstrate competent skills in at one of the following contexts:

1. Digital Video Camera Operations.

2. Digital still photography
· Students must have high levels of motivation

· Students must have ‘good standing’ (or its equivalent) within their School

· Students must have an ability to work independently and as part of a team.

· Students must have good interpersonal skills

· Students must have good measures of initiative

· Commitment to one school week of post production work immediately following the teams return to Western Australia

Selection Considerations

· Focus will be on selecting students from year 10, followed by year 11.
· Commitment to meet at the Morley Senior High School or Mount Lawley Senior High School campus during out-of-school-hours, on a regular basis for skills development and team building activities.
· Students will need to ‘raise’ the monies to cover air fares, accommodation, meals, uniforms and spending money. This is anticipated to be approximately $2000.00
· Commitment to create video and digital images of their own schools sporting events. These will be used for analysis and teaching and learning during the Media teams training sessions

Selection Process

1. Students must apply to be part of the team by Friday, May 2nd. 2008
To apply, students should submit an application stating

· Name

· School
· Year group and Tute/Pastoral Care group details
· Out of school contact details

· 70-100 words on what knowledge, skills, understandings and abilities the applicant can provide to the WAPSGIT&M team.
· Students must also supply referee details which include:
· The names of two referees

· Relationship of the referee to the applicant

· The referees daytime contact details

· Referees must be able to comment on 

· organisational skills

· motivation

· teamwork

· work ethic

· Interpersonal skills

· Selection will be made by a panel of Media Team managers

2. Successful applicant will be invited to be part of the provisional Western Australian Pacific Schools Games Information Technology and Media Team.

· At this time, they will be required to meet at the Morley Senior High School or Mount Lawley Senior High School during out-of-school-hours, on a regular basis for skills development and team building activities.

· During this time all provisional team members will be observed and evaluated for their suitability to be part of the WAPSGIT&M team.

3. Students who are considered suitable will be notified via mail if they have been selected in the ‘travelling’ Western Australian Pacific Schools Games Information Technology and Media Team.

·  Students will need to maintain ‘good standing’ (or its equivalent) through to the end of the Pacific School Games. Failure to do so could see the student excluded from the WAPSGIT&M team.
