Please note: The schools with an asterix (*) will compete in the Larger School Division and all other schools will compete in a Smaller School Division.
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1. PARTICIPATION ELIGIBILITY
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1.1 INDIVIDUAL

Participants must be full time students up to and including year 10. The maximum age of any participating student is 16 years as at 31 December in the year of competition.

1.2 SCHOOL

Nominating schools must have the official classification of Country District High School.  Students enrolled at SIDE are also eligible. Other school participation will be considered on application.
1.3 BONA FIDES

All schools are required to forward, electronically, names of participating students by team(s) by the required date (Friday 9th September).  If you are having difficulty achieving this task please call the SSWA office (9264 4879) and you will be talked through the process.  Electronic fields to include:
· First name, second name, Date of birth;
Each school is also required to provide:

· A contact name for the allocated team official;

· A contact number for the overall team manager

* Any contravention by participation of students outside these guidelines will incur the immediate sanction of game forfeit and further action at school level.
2. BYLAWS
2.1 LEVIES

· All schools on nomination will be required to pay a non refundable nomination fee of $110. The nomination fee will be invoiced prior to Country Week. A team fee levy will be determined following final nominations and schools notified at the event. Invoices for the team levy will be sent to schools post event.
· It is recommended that a figure of $30 per student is budgeted to cover the team levy.
· SSWA will provide a financial statement for schools, which will fully account for all event aspects.
2.2 UNIFORMS

· All schools will be required to wear a team uniform.
· Team uniforms must be appropriate to the sport and includes suitable footwear.

· It is essential that all schools take particular care over their presentation as this event acts as a showcase for best practice in sport.

· A team register will be developed that lists team colours.

· Final date for team registration by colour is Friday 19th August. In the event of a colour clash schools should endeavour to bring alternate tops.
2.3 RESCHEDULING FIXTURES

· Initial fixtures will not be forwarded until Friday 26th August, by which time, it is hoped, and any alterations to nominations will be known.

· If, after perusing your fixtures, you identify any anomalies please contact the SSWA office, so that the problem can be addressed.
· SSWA has the right to reschedule any fixture due to unforeseen circumstances. 

2.4 PARTICIPATION IN MORE THAN ONE SPORT
Students may only compete in one sport. If absolutely necessary, through extraordinary circumstance, students may be included in a second sport as a reserve on the provision that no game is forfeited because of a double commitment. A student cannot, under any circumstance, play in 2 teams of the same sport (e.g. cannot play in two netball teams).  A breach of this bylaw will result in the loss of game points earned.
2.5 STUDENT IMAGE

Schools are reminded that unauthorised reproduction of student or staff image is illegal.  If schools are aware of any student who has indicated a restriction on photos or images they are required to inform the SSWA office in writing and also indicate the situation to any SSWA official photographer.
2.6 MOUTH GUARDS

All students are strongly advised to wear a mouthguard when involved in training and competition.
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2.7 AFL FOOTBALL

There will be two competitions offered.  A 12-a-side competition and a 9-a-side competition.  The competitions will be played according to the rules and guidelines detailed below.
If you are unable to muster enough students to make up a side then as part of the nomination process let us know.  If we have other schools in that situation we will form composite teams.  The same situation applies to any other sport. Larger schools are required to enter teams into the 12-a-side competition.
Rules applicable to both competitions:

· A standard junior league football to be supplied by each competing team.
· Each team is required to submit a team sheet which details the name and playing number of each player and officials.
· The first named team will be "home" team and the second named team the "away" team.

· Players are to wear numbered school jumpers.  Uniformly coloured shorts are to be worn. Uniform socks must also be worn.

Note: If two schools have the same or similar jumpers, then a jumper swap may be arranged 
· Start and End of game acknowledgements:

The home team lines up in the centre of the ground and waits until the away team lines up opposite.  Players, coaches and managers are then to shake hands before and after games.

At the completion of the game each team captain will call his team to give three cheers to the other team.

· Points for games 
· Maximum points a winning team can earn are 6 points; i.e. 4 points for win plus 2 points for behaviour (awarded by umpires).

· Losing team could still earn 2 points for behaviour, 0 for loss.

· Any player who is excluded from the game by the "red card” presentation automatically loses 1 point for his team and will be automatically suspended for the next game.  

· Any suspension that is imposed from a ‘red card’ in the final game of the Championship will result in the suspension transferred to the next community/school fixture played.
· Coaches may also be penalised points for contravening the codes of conduct. The umpire, in consultation with the coordinator, will decide upon this penalty.

Note:  If a point or points are lost because of behaviour unbecoming then the offending person and/or coach will be required to meet with the coordinator and the umpire immediately following the match.
· Sanctions

· Any player may be excluded for an offence against the Codes of Conduct.

· Any player, on receipt of a red card, will be excluded for the full game without replacement and will receive an automatic suspension for the following game.

· The umpire must submit a written report to the coordinator.

· The offending player and coach must meet with the coordinator as soon as possible after the game in which the offence has occurred.

· If issued with a yellow card then the player is to be taken immediately from the field for a minimum period of seven minutes. This player may be replaced.
· Officials

· Schools are required to include on their player lists officials who are not part of the playing complement (i.e. coach, manager, other).

· Each school must provide a goal umpire, a boundary umpire (in neutral gear), and a set of goal flags.  School Sport WA will provide a coat for the goal umpire.  Any issued items must be returned to the coordinator immediately at the conclusion of the games.

· The home team is to supply a timekeeper who will have a siren or bell. If both teams supply a timekeeper, the timekeepers will act together.
· The away team is responsible for operating the scoreboard when available.
Rules specific to the “12 a side” competition

Playing times - 20 minute halves; 8 minute half time. 

Note:  Games must start and finish on time.

· The team shall consist of 12 players and up to 5 reserves.
· The ground to be a standard football field with straight boundaries joining the 50m arcs.
· All other rules unless specified elsewhere will be in accordance with the normal rules of the game.
Rules specific to the “9 a side” competition
1. Playing Ground – 120m x 60m
2. The Team

· The team shall consist of 9 players and 3 reserves.

· Interchange of players may take place at any time.

· The team shall consist of three forwards, three centre line players and three back line players.

· At each quarter break, players must move up one line. A player is not permitted to play any more than two quarters in any one line.

· Players may be replaced through injury at any time.

· Where difficulty occurs fielding a full team, agreement must be reached between sides that allow the game to proceed equitably with even numbers in each team.

· Players must stay in the one position for the duration of the quarter. If this player is to be replaced it must be to position he is playing.
3. Playing Time – 4 x 10 minute quarters
4. Start of Play

· The game shall be started by a ball up between two players in the centre of the ground. Players contesting the ball up at any one time should be of approximately the same size.

· A player may not grab the ball at ball ups and play on. He must knock, palm or punch the ball and cannot play the ball again until it has been touched by another player.

· No more than three players from each team shall be closer to the ball up than approximately 20m i.e. players stay in their zone.

· After a goal the ball is taken to the centre and the game is restarted.

· If a point is scored then the opposition full back shall kick in from the goal square, or ten metres out from goal.

5. Out of Bounds

· When the ball goes out of bounds by either foot or hand the nearest opponent shall kick the ball in. The player cannot kick for goal from an out of bounds kick in.

· If there is some doubt or a genuine attempt to keep the ball in the field of play then the umpire will call for a ball up. 

6. Tackling

Players can:

· Hold an opponent with their hands when in possession of the ball.

· Bump the player in the side only.

· Knock the ball out of an opponent’s hand.

· Steal the ball out of an opponent’s hand.

· Push the player in the side.

7. Mark

Any catch of the ball directly from a kick that covers a distance of ten metres or more shall be deemed a mark.

8. Bouncing the ball

A player in possession may bounce the ball only once.

9. Kicking off the ground

A player is not permitted to deliberately kick the ball off the ground.

10. Order off Rule – as described elsewhere
11. Coaches

Coaches are not permitted to enter the playing arena during play unless there is an injury.

12. Runners

Not permitted

13. Kicking for goal

· Only the forwards may kick for goal. These players should be identified by wearing an arm band.

· No scores allowed from the out of bounds kick in.

· Forwards must be within the 40 metre line to score.

· 40 metre line needs to be clearly marked i.e. cones or similar.

14. Goal posts

Goal posts to be 5m apart

Team

· Teams will consist of two players

· Teams can be nominated as single gender or as mixed teams
Uniform

· Players to wear appropriate school sport uniform

· Players to wear non marking shoes
Match Format

· Teams to play a singles match (2) and a doubles match (1)
· Players to be seeded according to ability and will play according to their seed (1 v 1, 2 v 2)

· Games to consist of two sets

· Sets to be first to 21 points. If a set is tied at 20 points each the set to be determined by no setting (sudden death point)

Points
· Points will be awarded as 4 points for a win, 2 points for a tie, 1 point for a loss

· Matches will be decided by: 

a) the number of sets won

b) If number of sets is tied, the total number of points 
Competition

· The competition will be decided in three parts:

Grading competition (if required)

Qualifying rounds to determine finals rankings

Finals games 

Sanctions

· The issue of a yellow card is a formal warning to a player for conduct considered unbecoming

· The issue of a red card for continued breaches will result in the removal of a point

· The issue of a black card will result in a match forfeit

· Following the issue of a black card the offending player and coach must meet with the coordinator as soon as 
possible after the game in which the offence occurred
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2.8 BASKETBALL (BOYS, GIRLS AND MIXED)

· Teams will be required to provide a game ball. 

- Boys size 7 multi purpose ball (not rubber).
- Girls and Mixed size 6 (as above).
· Players to have numbered tops from 4 through to 15.  Schools are reminded to provide an alternate, coloured top in the case of team colour clash.
· Teams shall consist of 5 players and a maximum of 5 substitute players.
· Teams may be nominated as single gender or mixed teams.  
· Playing times – Two 20-minute halves, 5 minute half time break. No time outs permitted during the last 4 minutes of each half.
· Mercy rule: When a team is winning by more than 30 points, coaches are expected to:

· Instruct players to dribble with non preferred hand only

· Instruct players to lay up and where possible shoot non preferred hand only

· Play defence at least an arm length away

· No double teaming players
· All players to handle ball in offensive prior to shooting

· Sub and rest stronger players – this will allow other players to strengthen and improve

· Playing 4 players when the opposition has 4 players

· Select one player to sit out then rotate until all team has been on the bench

· Most importantly – be a good sport and role model to not only your players, your school and yourself but to the others – you never know you may be coaching on the other side one day.

· Each team will supply two bench officials and a scorer.
· In mixed teams, there must be a minimum of TWO players of each gender on the court at any one time. Play short if condition cannot be met.
· Sanctions

· any player may be excluded for an offence against the Codes of Conduct.

· if issued with a yellow card then the player is to be taken immediately from the court for a minimum period of seven minutes and may only re enter the court after issuing an apology to the referee and gaining permission to resume.

· a player on receipt of a red card will be excluded for the full game without replacement and an automatic suspension for the following game.

· The referee must submit a written report to the coordinator.

· The offending player and coach must meet with the coordinator as soon as possible after the game in which the offence has occurred.
· The competition will be decided in two parts:

Qualifying rounds to decide finals ranking:

· most number of points;

· the successful team in the previous encounter will receive priority; and

· if still equal, percentage difference between teams will decide.

Finals result:

· direct result; and

· team who finished higher after qualifying rounds.
-  Except for the first jump ball at the beginning of the game directional arrows will be used for jump balls.
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2.9 HOCKEY (MIXED)
· This competition will be a 9 a side competition.
· Teams must have a minimum of three players of each gender on the field at any one time. Play short if this condition cannot be met.
· Every attempt will be made to use the artificial surface for all games.
· Each team to provide a standard white dimpled ball and present it to the umpire prior to the start of each game.
· During the games four (4) interchange players are allowed.
· Schools are reminded to provide a neutral coloured top in the case of a team colour clash.
· Playing times.  Two 25 minute halves, 8 minute half time break.
· Exclusions will be decided under normal rules and conditions for hockey.
· Sanctions

· any player may be excluded for an offence against the Codes of Conduct.

· If issued with a yellow card then the player is to be taken immediately from the field for a minimum period of seven minutes and may only re enter the field of play after issuing an apology to the umpire and gaining permission to resume.

· a player on receipt of a red card will be excluded for the full game without replacement.

· If a red card is issued then an automatic suspension will occur for the following game.

· The umpire must submit a written report to the coordinator.

· The offending player and coach must meet with the coordinator as soon as possible after the game in which the offence has occurred.
· The competition will be decided in two parts.

Qualifying rounds to decide finals ranking:

· most number of points;

· the successful team in previous clash;

· if still equal goal difference will decide;

· if still equal highest number of goals scored; and

· if still equal flicks to decide.

Finals result:

· direct result; and

· team who finished higher after qualifying rounds.
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2.10 NETBALL

· Schools provide a netball for each game.
· Schools are reminded to have an alternative set of coloured numbers and tops in case of a team colour clash.
· No boys to play in a team.
· Each school must provide a scorer.
· Playing times:  Four 12 minute quarters, 2 minutes at quarter and three-quarter times; 5 minutes at half time.
· All Games will be centrally timed.
· In recognition of the educational context of this event coaches may coach from the sidelines using player’s names and direct play.
· Sanctions

· Any player may be excluded for an offence against the Codes of Conduct 

· That player will be excluded for the full game without replacement;

· Automatic suspension will follow for the following game; and

· A report must be made to the coordinator.
· The competition will be decided in two parts.

Qualifying rounds to decide finals ranking:

· most number of points;

· the successful team in the previous encounter; and

· if still equal, percentage difference between participating teams.

Finals result:

· direct result; and

· team who finished higher after qualifying rounds.

SPECIAL NOTE: Schools are requested to impress upon students the banning of “hanging”

from the netball rings.
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2.11 SOCCER (MIXED)
· Teams must be mixed, and there must be a minimum of three players of each gender on the field at any one time. Play short if this condition cannot be met.
· Each team to provide a size 5 soccer ball and present it to the umpire prior to the start of each game.
· During the games 4 interchange players are allowed.
· Shin pads are compulsory for all players.
· Schools are reminded to provide a neutral coloured top in the case of team colour clash.
· Playing times.  Two 25 minute halves, 8 minute half time. 
· Sanctions

· Any player may be excluded for an offence against the Codes of Conduct. 
· If issued with a yellow card then the player is to be taken immediately from the field for a minimum period of seven minutes. This player can be replaced.

· Any player, on receipt of a red card, will be excluded for the full game without replacement and will receive an automatic suspension for the following game.

· A report must be made to the coordinator.

· The offending player and coach must meet with the coordinator as soon as possible after the game in which the offence has occurred.
· The competition will be decided in two parts.

Qualifying rounds to decide finals ranking:

· most number of points;

· the successful team in previous clash;

· if still equal goal difference will decide;

· if still equal highest number of goals scored; and

· if still equal penalties to decide.

Finals result:

· direct result; and

· team who finished higher after qualifying rounds. [Due to time constraints Penalty Shoot Out is not possible in Finals]
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2.12 VOLLEYBALL (MIXED)
· Teams must be mixed, and there must be a minimum of TWO players of each gender on the court at any one time. Play short if condition cannot be met.
· Schools will provide the leather volleyballs to be used at the carnival (Mikasa MVA310 recommended).
· Teams to have a uniform with numbers 1 - 12.
· Each school will be required to be the duty team during the carnival at some stage.
· Each duty team is required to have a minimum of 4 players for their rostered duty.  A duty team consists of net umpire, 1 scorer and 2 line persons. Duty members must be present 3 minutes prior to game commencement time.
· Net height: 2.10m.
· A match will consist of three compulsory games, rally point.  The first two games will be to 25 points and the third game to 15 points, rally point.
· The competition will be centrally timed and each game will progress no more than 40 minutes.
· Warm-up period will be 2 minutes and commence as soon as the whistle to finish the previous match is sounded.  The first scheduled match will start at the designated time so warm-up must be completed before this time.  Team warm-ups other than the designated 2 minutes on court are to be conducted elsewhere.
· 2 points will be awarded for a win, 1 point for a draw.
· Sanctions

· Any player may be excluded for an offence against the Codes of Conduct.

· That player will be excluded for the full game without replacement.

· Automatic suspension will follow for the following game.

· A report must be made to the coordinator.

· The offending player and coach must meet with the coordinator as soon as possible after the game in which the offence has occurred.
· The competition will be decided in two parts:

Qualifying rounds to decide finals ranking:

· most number of points;

· the successful team in the previous encounter; and

· total number of sets won.

Finals result:

· direct result; and

· team who finished higher after qualifying rounds.
3. SPORT SPECIFICS

Note: All game balls must be clearly marked and presented to the umpire prior to the games’ commencement.

SPECIAL NOTE ON UMPIRING
SCHOOL SPORT WA will attempt to supply umpires at all times.  In some cases this may not be possible.  Coaches need to be prepared to offer their services when required.

4. SANCTIONS, DISPUTES AND PROTESTS

4.1 SANCTIONS PROCEDURES ALL SPORTS

Hockey, Basketball, Netball, Badminton, Volleyball
· Misdemeanor processes and sanctions will be applied in keeping with the rules and guidelines of the sport.  (i.e. application of cards will apply in keeping with accepted parent body rules and guidelines).
AFL Football & Football (Soccer)
· First misdemeanor will automatically earn a yellow card. This does not preclude a red card and automatic exclusion for a serious offence.

· Yellow card will necessitate removal from the playing area for coach counseling for a period of not less than seven minutes. 
Universal procedures 

· Red card means automatic exclusion for the rest of that game, the next game and an appearance before the sport coordinator immediately at the end of the game. Umpire to report name of offender and school to the sport coordinator.

· If any student receives two red cards, it will result in exclusion from participation for the rest of the carnival.

· Any two red cards presented to an individual, coach or players at any time leading up to, during, or after any game, including finals, will result in loss of game.

4.2 DISPUTES PROCEDURES

This will follow line management guidelines in the following order:

1. Sort out amicably at coach to coach level.

2. Discuss problem with sports specific manager.

3. Discuss with tournament manager.

4. Protests panel if unresolved.

Note: The event coordinator has the right to re - schedule games in cases of misadventure.  Should this rescheduling take place then it is done with the best interests of all participants in mind. The game will be rescheduled through negotiation with each team and take place accordingly. The team who does not appear at the rescheduled time will forfeit the match.

4.3 PROTESTS PANEL
This will follow line management guidelines in the following order:

1. School Sport WA Sports Manager

2. School Sport WA Carnival Coordinator

3. District High Schools' Country Week Committee

If protest is not solved by (1), then it will be taken to (2) and finally to (3). 

5. ALLOCATION OF GRADES

· SSWA has allocated schools into a Larger School Division and Smaller School Division. Refer to the asterix above on the schools lists.
· Where possible sports will be divided into these Larger and Smaller school divisions. 

· Schools are required to nominate for sports that they wish to participate in.

· SSWA will then place teams into appropriate divisions based on the size of the school and previous results.

· The grading committee reserves the right to place schools where it is believed the best interests of the competition are served.
· Any requests for modification will be looked at, but not guaranteed.

· Proposed grades will be available on the web site on 15th July. Any requested changes to these grades must be made in writing (emailed) and submitted prior to the 29thJuly.
· Rescheduling of fixtures because of late withdrawals or “no shows” will be the responsibility of the event coordinator.  That decision will be final.  The onus is on schools to provide correct information in the first instance.
GRADING GUIDELINES

Background

The principal purpose of this event is to provide country students with the opportunity to participate in peer competition in an educational context.  It is not the events philosophy to “win at all cost” but rather to compete in a friendly environment that provides equity of opportunity for all, hence the development of the Larger and Smaller School Divisions.
Special Note:  The 9 a side football competition is designed to cater for smaller schools not larger schools who can field a majority of players at the year 10 level.  If a larger school nominates for the nine a side competition then the grading committee may not accept the nomination.

 MEDICAL PROVISION

A qualified sports trainer will be at each venue to cater for injuries sustained.  This person is not an all-purpose strapper unless there is a genuine need for injury treatment.  Schools are requested to adequately provide for their own immediate ongoing medical needs by the provision of first-aid equipment, including ice.  Provide your own strapping.  Emergency strapping will be available (approximately $4 per treatment) for injuries sustained during the course of games.  Should you require additional strapping it must be purchased from the medical station.  A coach/team manager must accompany competitors when they attend the on-site sports trainer.  St. John’s Ambulance has been notified of the event.

Team coaches are responsible for the well being of their team and all minor injuries are to be handled by the team coach.  Should the need arise, all arena managers will consider medical problems a priority, and have phones to arrange further treatment or to call an ambulance. All sport managers will have contact numbers for local practitioners (as included in this bulletin).  Please ensure all team managers and coaches have a copy.

Schools are required to provide their own ice sufficient for their own needs.  Sports medicine will have ice available for injuries that are attended to at their location.

Players’ Code of Behaviour
-
Be a good sport.

-
Play for enjoyment.

-
Work hard for your team as well as yourself.

-
Treat all team mates and opponents as you enjoy being treated yourself.

-
Play by the rules.

-
Cooperate with team and game officials.

-
Control your behaviour on and off the field.

-
Learn to value honest effort, skilled performance and improvement.

Coaches/Teachers’ Code of Behaviour
-
Set a good example for your players.

-
Encourage and create opportunities to develop individual skills.

-
Teach a wide range of team skills.

-
Ensure that the sport is appropriate for the age group and the skill development level of the players involved.

-
Teach your players to be friendly towards officials and opponents.

-
Give all interested students a chance to participate in training and in games.

-
Remove from the field of play any of your players whose behaviour is not acceptable.

-
Keep your own knowledge of coaching and the developments of the game up to date.

-
Abide by School Sport Australia policy which prohibits smoking and consumption of alcohol by team officials at any time whilst in the direct supervision of students.

-
Encourage participation by your children.

-
Provide a model of good sportsmanship for your child to copy.

-
Be courteous in your communication with players, team officials, game officials and sport administrators.

-
Encourage honest effort, skilled performance and team loyalty.

-
Make any new parents feel welcome on all occasions.

-
Do not interfere with the conduct of any events.

Spectators’ Code of Behaviour
-
Demonstrate appropriate social behaviour.

-
Remember children play for enjoyment. Don’t let your behaviour detract from their enjoyment.

-
Let game officials conduct events without interference.

-
Support skilled performances and team play with generous applause.

-
Demonstrate respect for opposing players and their supporters.

Administrators’ and Officials’ Code of Behaviour
-
Ensure rules, equipment, training schedules and games are safe and match the needs and skill level of the children involved.

-
Ensure that equal opportunities for participation in sports are available for all children.

-
Involve children in planning, evaluation and decision making.

-
Ensure everyone involved, including parents, understand their responsibilities regarding fair play and appropriate behaviour.

-
Encourage a positive attitude towards children’s sport

emphasise fun and enjoyment

-
Be consistent, courteous and helpful toward all participants.

-
Use common sense to ensure that the ‘spirit of the game’ for children is not lost by overcalling violations.

-
Ensure that adequate supervision is provided by qualified and competent coaches and officials capable of developing appropriate sports behaviour and skill technique, and that these officials are given the opportunity to improve their coaching and officiating.

-
Remember that children play for enjoyment, downplay the importance of rewards.

-
Avoid allowing children’s sports programs to become primarily spectator entertainment. Focus on the needs of the participants rather than the enjoyment of the spectators.

-
Distribute a Code of Behaviour sheet to spectators, officials, parents, coaches, players and the media, and take other positive steps to ensure people understand their responsibilities regarding fair play in children’s sport.

Media Code of Behaviour

-
Provide coverage of children’s sport as well as reporting adult sport.

-
Be aware of the difference between adult’s sports programs and children’s sports programs.

-
Children are not miniature professionals and adults should not place unfair expectations upon them.

-
Place in proper perspective the isolated incidents of unsportsmanlike behaviour rather than make such incidents the “highlight” of the event.

-
Focus upon children’s fair play and their honest effort.

-
Identify and report on the benefits of children participating in sport.

-
Be aware of the difference between the goals of amateur sports and those of professional sports. Make the readers, viewers and listeners aware of these differences. Make it clear that the professional is an entertainer and wage earner and this, on occasions, may be reflected in the professional athlete’s behaviour.
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
