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School Sport WA Service Awards

School Sport WA recognizes this contribution through the following awards:

· Australian Championship Award

· School Sport WA Recognition Award

· School Sport WA Honour Award

· Associate of School Sport WA

· Life Membership of School Sport WA
1. Australian Championship Award

This award may be given to an individual or organisation who has contributed to the conduct of a National Championship hosted by SSWA or has contributed in an outstanding manner to the conduct of the affairs of SSWA in any particular year.

To qualify, an individual needs to be the major organizer of the national event or to have contributed in an outstanding manner to the conduct of the affairs of SSWA in any particular year.

The award may also be granted to the relevant State Sporting Association for their contribution to the conduct of a national event hosted by SSWA.

A plaque to be presented at the annual SSWA Presentation Evening.

2.
School Sport WA Recognition Award
This award recognizes a person’s continued commitment to the SSWA interschool program.

The award may be presented to teachers from member schools who have completed five (5) years as a coach/manager of school teams competing in the Champion Schools program.

Notification of qualification for SSWA Recognition Awards may be submitted by any member school, on the appropriate form, and must be received prior to August in the year of qualification. 

The award will be a SSWA certificate that will be presented at an appropriate school assembly.

3.
School Sport WA Honour Award
This award recognizes a person’s contribution to a specific area of focus.

Honour Awards may be awarded to persons who are associated with SSWA organizing bodies and who make a significant contribution to one or more areas of focus of SSWA.

Any SSWA Sports Secretary or relevant committee may submit nominations for SSWA Honour Awards on the appropriate nomination form. 

Nominees may qualify for nomination by completing:

· Five (5) years as sports secretary;

· Five (5) years as member of a sports committee; 

· Five (5) years as an interstate official;

· Five (5) years involvement in the conduct of national championships hosted by SSWA; or

· Any combination of the above

The award will be recognised by a medallion and a citation, which will be presented at the annual SSWA presentation evening or the AGM.

4.
Associate of School Sport WA (General and Sport Specific)
The award of Associate of School Sport WA may be awarded to members of School Sport WA who have made a significant contribution to the aims and objectives of the Association. 

The award will be for a contribution of either a general or sport specific nature for a period of ten years and will acknowledge a significant contribution to the presentation and administration of School Sport WA 

The award aims to acknowledge the outstanding contribution of members who have contributed to the efficiency and effectiveness of the SSWA.  These may be awarded in any area of focus of SSWA. 

Nominations for the award of Associate of SSWA may be submitted on the appropriate Nomination Form by any SSWA member or state sporting association. 

Upon receipt of any nominations for this award, the President of the SSWA at his/her discretion shall invoke a five (5) member sub-committee to assess the nomination and make a recommendation to the Executive Committee.

A plaque and citation will be presented to approved recipients at the annual School Sport WA presentation function.

5.
Life Membership of School Sport WA
Life Membership may be bestowed upon any person whose services to the organisation of SSWA have been sufficiently meritorious. Nominations for Life Membership, together with an appropriate support statement specifically detailing the nominee’s involvement within the organisation of SSWA must be submitted in writing to the School Sport WA Management Committee at least six (6) weeks prior to the Annual General Meeting.


No other form of nomination shall be acceptable.

Upon receipt of any nominations for this award, the President of SSWA at his/her discretion shall invoke a five (5) member sub-committee to assess the nomination and make a recommendation to the management Group.

A lapel badge, plaque and citation will be presented to approved recipients at the annual SSWA presentation function.

Criteria for awarding of Life membership

Life Membership may be conferred on any person provided the following criteria is met:

i)
The nominee has made a significant contribution to the development of the organisation of SSWA.

ii)
The nominee has provided a minimum of 10 years service to the organisation of SSWA.

iii) The nominee has also made a significant contribution to his/her state member body/sport.

The award is superior to that awarded for an associate of the association
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
