EDUCATIONAL EXCURSION / EVENT GUIDELINES

COUNTRY SHS CARNIVAL
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Please Note

Parents or guardians must be given all pertinent information related to their child’s participation in this event.

This information must include full details of:

· The purpose of the excursion.

· Dates

· Activities to be undertaken

· Duration of activities

· Location of activities

· Transport arrangements

· Cost

· Supervision to be provided

· Staff action in case of accident or illness during the excursion

· Special clothing or items required

Student health forms of students at risk must be in the possession of the designated team official(s) during the excursion.

Additional or unscheduled activities that would need parental approval to those detailed are not permitted.

Written parental consent must be obtained so that parents can make an informed decision about their child’s participation. Activity exclusion is a parent prerogative. It needs to be noted that this written consent does not indemnify the designated official(s) from usual duty of care responsibilities.

All attending team members need to be aware of any emergency procedures that may be enacted during the excursion.

All venues have been inspected for safety and are available for inspection by schools prior to the event commencement.

Students’ Skills

Senior High Schools Country Week is a sporting event that offers activities suitable for a range of ages and abilities. Schools are required to nominate teams for sports and grades that are considered to be within the range and scope of known student ability.

Supervision 

School Sport WA (SSWA) requires that all schools provide teacher/adult supervision in keeping with DoE’s Excursions Policy. Supervising teachers/adults are requested to maintain student behaviour in keeping with published codes of behaviour at all times so as to maximise the educational experience and for health and well being of other teams. 

SSWA Staff Skills

SSWA have contracted coordinating personnel all of whom has well demonstrated management capabilities, highly developed sport specific knowledge and are either teachers or civilians who have appropriate police clearances. SSWA has also made provision for qualified officials to referee/umpire games. In the event of such officials not being available then school staffs will be required, as a condition of participation, to assist. SSWA staff in combination with schools staff are responsible for providing a safe and enjoyable competition environment for your students. Facilities and equipment are maintained and operated at a high level to ensure player safety. 

Insurance
As an approved event, all public and personal liabilities are covered by the SSWA Insurance Policies.

Communication Strategies

Mobile phones numbers are distributed to all sport specific organisers and also to team managers and coaches. PA systems are in operation at most venues.

Emergency Response Planning
All venues as listed have documented evacuation procedures that can be made available on request.

Sports Medicine Australia will provide qualified first aid personnel at each venue to respond appropriately to any serious injuries sustained. Teachers/adult supervisors will be required to provide elementary first aid at source and should be properly equipped to administer that function.

In the event that an evacuation is required, notice will be given over the PA system and it is essential that all school visitors take directions from venue/SSWA staff who will be clearly distinguished by an event specific uniform. Teachers can increase safety by always ensuring that they meet the minimum supervision requirement and by strongly encouraging students to stay in their groups with their teacher/adult supervisors whilst in attendance at designated competition venues.

Once an evacuation from a venue occurs, all teams/visitors will be assembled at a designated common point. Teachers will be able to do a roll call there and need to immediately alert SSWA staff if any students are missing. 
All team managers will be briefed by their sport specific coordinator prior to the commencement of play on day one regarding evacuation processes and assembly points.
