The students will be supervised by qualified teachers who have been appointed for their

The SSWA appointed Sport Coordinator will be in attendance at all times.

A qualified Sports Medicine Australia sports trainer will be in attendance to render emergency 
  care.
THE INVOLVEMENT EXTERNAL PROVIDERS

Health care will be provided by Sports Medicine Australia personnel

Sports Medicine Australia has liability insurances to a limit of $10m

SUPERVISION STRATEGIES

All participants will:

be under the immediate supervision of their accompanying parent/guardian/teacher for the  

  duration of the event.

be required to remain on site for the duration of the trials unless accompanied off site by their

  parent/guardian

IDENTIFYING TRIALS PARTICIPANTS

Students

will register on arrival

will be issued with a competitor number for race time identification purposes.

All students will be expected to wear their school uniform and will be under the supervision of 
 their school teacher or an accompanying parent/guardian.

PROVIDE INFORMATION AND SEEK CONSENT

Schools are required to inform student participants’ parents/guardians with full details of the  

  activity.
COMMUNICATION STRATEGIES

A public address system will be used to communicate with participants

All teachers have whistles to attract attention from their groups.

EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLANNING

A designated assembly point will be shown to all participants prior to the event commencement.

Participants will move to this point under the direction of their supervising teacher if required.

The teacher-in-charge has a list of names of participating students, contact telephone 
  numbers, student medical information and relevant health information of supervisors.
