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EXCURSION POLICY FOR 
SURFING WA SCHOOL SURFING EVENTS

INFORMATION

Surfing Western Australia is recognised as the governing body for the 3 disciplines of shortboard surfing, longboarding and bodyboarding in this State. 

The association is committed to providing opportunities to participate in surfing at all levels.
ENVIRONMENT

Surfing, by its nature, takes place in an outdoor and potentially hazardous environment.  Surfing Western Australia recognises these hazards and has procedures and contingency plans in place to maximise the participants opportunities in the safest possible manner.

In consultation with the relevant management authorities, Surfing WA will be responsible for the daily assessment of conditions and the appropriateness of the venue for activity.

TRANSPORT

Transport to and from the Surfing WA operations area is the responsibility of the client.

PRE-REQUISITES

It is the responsibility of the client to ensure all participants are 7 years of age or above, be able to swim at least 50 metres and tread water unaided for at least 1 minute.

It is the responsibility of the client to inform Surfing WA of any specific student’s health or medical issues.  Upon request, provision can be made for any student with special needs.

Only the Principal’s Signature will be accepted as authority to enter the event.

SUPERVISION AND STAFF
All Surfing WA’s Operations staff possess current qualifications relevant to their area of expertise including:

· S.L.S.A Surf Rescue Certificate

· IFAP Risk Management Certification

Surfing WA staff are also responsible for:

· Identifying a Safe Surfing environment.
· Monitoring weather and environmental conditions prior to and during activity

· Effecting and/or coordinate a rescue

· Rendering emergency care

· Monitoring the well being of students

Surfing WA will only supervise those students competing in heats in progress.   Supervision of other students is as per the Department of Education’s guidelines. Supervisory teacher must accompany students and remain on site/ location

COMMUNICATION STRATEGIES

· Verbal – Loud haler and PA system
· Whistles and or sirens
· Coloured Flag system
· Signals/ hand

· Mobile Phone Access
· Two Way Radio Communication
· Beach Rangers

BRIEFING OF STUDENTS AND SUPERVISORS
All students and staff must attend the Competitor meetings scheduled at the start of each days proceedings.  Here they will be informed of the format, rules, surf and weather conditions, other important safety information and participation guidelines for the day.

COMPLETE EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLANNING

Surfing Western Australia has a comprehensive Risk Management Plan in place for all events and activities.
