SUPERVISION STRATEGIES

· be required to remain on site for the duration of the carnival unless accompanied by their parent/guardian

Note: Other qualified teachers and Athletics WA appointed personnel will be present as officials and supervisors.

IDENTIFYING CARNIVAL PARTICIPANTS

· all students are required to wear their school uniforms to allow their immediate supervisory teachers to easily identify their students.
PROVIDE INFORMATION AND SEEK CONSENT
· Parents/guardians of student participants have been provided with full details of the activity
COMMUNICATION STRATEGIES

· A public address system will be used to communicate with participants
· Qualified staff supervising all activities will communicate using two way radios.

EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLANNING 
· A designated assembly point will be shown to all participants prior to the carnivals commencement.

· Participants will move to this point under the direction of their supervising teacher if required.

· The school appointed teacher-in-charge is required to have a list of the names of participating students, contact telephone numbers, student medical information and relevant health information of supervisors.
