Opening Ceremony 
 
If you are running late for the Opening Ceremony, please keep me informed either through the WhatsApp group chat 
or send me a text message.  We will have event officials to assist with directing schools into the stands.  The 
procedure for seating schools will be as follows: Firstly, schools to fill the grandstand on the right as they come into the 
Court 1 area. Once the grandstand is full schools will be directed over to the retractable seating on the Western side of 
Court 1.  Once this area is full, the remaining schools will be directed to sit on Court 1 facing the Northern end of the 
court.

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On the morning of the Opening Ceremony please have your Active Achievers sit on the seat allocated to them on 
Court 1.  A certificate will be on the seat that has their name on it.  These seats will be set up at the Northern end on  
Court 1.  An SSWA staff member will be around to assist students if they are unable to locate their seat. 
 

School Captains 
 
We ask that the School Captains meet on Court 3 and make themselves known to the SSWA Event Official, who will 
be located in this area.  They will be lined up in the order ready to enter once they are called.  They are to follow the 
instructions given prior to entering Court 1. 
 

Trophy / Shield Returns 
 
We ask that the Team Captains from the schools that are returning these ‘A’ Division trophies / shields to have them 
with them ready to return when announced.  They are to sit in seating allocated on the Eastern side of Court 1.  Again 
we will have a designated SSWA staff member available to assist.  At the appropriate time they will be asked to come 
forward and handover the awards.  Once they have handed these over they may return to sit with their school or back 
to where they were originally seated.  If a School Captain is also the designated Team Captain returning a trophy / 
shield then they will sit where the School Captains sit and return to this spot also.
